who complained of the political state of our country or world that “this too shall pass — like a big
kidney stone.” But what Ethel will be most remembered for was her deep love of family and her
“eternal optimism.” Ethel’'s glass was 100% full — everything she experienced was “the best” and
she shared her optimism with everyone. Ethel was a mensch and will be missed greatly by her
family and all who knew her.
